- SOME WORDS ABOUT THE GENERAL ALI BEY

My first meeting with the general Ali bey took place in the F ebruary
27, 1992, the next day after Khojali tragedy in Agdam. Together with team
of doctors - anesthesiologist Islam Jafarov, surgeon Akhmed Akhmedov,
ophthalmologist Etibar Mammedov 1 went to Agdam in February 27 to ad-
minister first aid to wounded. What we had seen had scared us: after the first
aid the wounded were sent into the hospital in Baku for complete treatment.
The medical aid was provided as a field hospital in the car in the railway
station. There I met the general Ali bey. He told me the horrible stories of
the armenian savagery. He told me about the meetings with Heydar Aliyev
when visiting Nakhchivan, about the advises from him, had showed the nu-
merous pictures of the armenian vandalism and asked me about the assis-
tance to publish them as a book. I had familiarized with works of this hero
and asked to contact with me when he come to Baku. I had advised him to
publish these materials in English, Russian and Azerbaijani languages.

Our meeting with A.Gasymov - called 'General Ali bey' was in the be-
ginning of April 2004. He applied to the chief of Khatai Executive Authority
and asked for the truth, I couldn't imagine which sliders were spoken about.
We had heard a lot about Armenians tortures, brutality against Azerbaijanis
and Turks. But A.GasymoV's slides frightened us; where the women of whose
baby has been taken out of her body, headless, stripped insulted about hun-
dred corps were there. We decided to organize from many years till today
Armenians pretended themselves as poor, tried to declare to all over the
world that they were exposed with genocide by Turks. It is necessary to de-
clare to al over the world that not Armenians, but Azerbaijanis were faced to
genocide in 1905, 1915, 1918-20; February 25 1992 Khojaly tragedy. The
whole city was destroyed, they put the end to 8 families' generation; old peo-
ple, women and children were shouted cruelly. Not saying enough all of
these, that is why blood-suckers didn't avoid cutting the corps' heads, to strip
their skins, to take out their eyes. Is it possible to call it outrageous acts?!

I am
marricd and have three children. Armenians drove me out from my native
land in 1988. I settled down in Begimsarov village of Tartar region. I was
appointed a director of Cultural House in the same village. Armenians were

attacking into the villages of Nagorno Karabakh without intervals in 1989.
As an Azerbaijan citizen. I set off to defend our lands from sworn enemies
on voluntary lines. Armenians were stealing the cattle belonging to peaceful
population and driving out the Azeries taken prisoners with giving severe.
I was horrified seeing these cruel torture kinds in the history of mankind.
Such torture kinds are demonstrated in my taken photos. For creating a
sense of fear in population, they were throwing these corpses into our terri-
tories.

Dear readers, professor Keram Kerimov and I decided to publish the
book "Armenian vandalism" consisting of photos shoot by me in the fight
area, in three languages (Russian, English and Azerbaijan) for the world
nations for being aware of caused cruelty by Armenians. And we are sure
that this book will be turned into hand book of honourable sons and daugh-
ters of our nations and will take an important integrity of our lands of patri-
ot. Azerbaijanian sons. Our nation is known as peaceful nation in the whole
world. May like the chauvinists, living with "Great Armenia" imaginations,
realize that they'll fail to destroy justice and fairness neither with terror nor
vandalism actions.

Sooner or later obligatory being roamed people from temporary occu-
pied areas, will live in their native lands. The history will take its fair deci-
sion by all means.

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THE HEADLESS CORPSE

It was January 25% 1993
when one of our soldiers was cap-
tured by Armenians. His parents held
negotiations in the territory of Geor-
gia but Armenians rejected the of-
fered money and petrol. They told a
26 year old Armenian had come to
the battle - field and after being on
the spree he had swore to shoot two
Turks. A strange Armenian went
though minefield, and we have had
no information about him since that
time. He made trouble for us. We
request you to find and take him back
safe and sound and we will do the
same with your soldier.

If you don't believe then go to Tartar Region in order to speak to you
by ration. After agreement his parents and sister from Baku, spoke to him.
I participated in that agreement from the very beginning to the end. The
soldier said to his mother he was well, they didn't hurt him. Armenians took
care of him for two months. His mother screamed saying 'Oh my son!"; all
military units were informed in 2-3 days that in which areas mines had been
explored. Armenians had countless mines. 30 mine explosions were regis-
tered on the same day. It was impossible to check the mines because they
were in Armenian area. We tried to rescue him. At last one day our soldiers
said there was mine explosion in the midst of area on the meant time. We
didn't know what happened. At the same night 4 mine cleaners and I passed
through much distance and at last saw an Armenian lying on the ground. He
was caught to mine. He was covered by blood. Having tied him up we
transited him to our side pulling him from 30 meters. First I searched him.
I took his documents and made sure that he was the same Armenian. During
negations with Armenians I reported his names. Armenians demanded to
speak to their solider reminding that they allowed to us speak to our solider.
[ explained them he had trod upon just to their mine and at present he has
an apparatus in his mouth that the doctor appointed in the hospital that's
why he can't speak. So I ensured Armenians not to kill our solider. We met
at the appointed time. From both parties one man had to change his place in
order to take his captive with. Nobody dared to go from our party because
the Armenian was dead. The captive's mother wanted to go and the others
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were watching. Not controlling myself I suggested to go. One should guide
the terms. First of all we had to go with hands raised up without any arms
and clothes. 1 stepped forward like that. At the same time the Armenian
who stood in some 500 meters distance started towards me. We simultane-
ously met each-other in the middle of the distance. I informed him the Ar-
menian was caught to their own mine. He told me our solider was alive. If
the Armenian dead you, your captive and me would be dead too. We are
from rich generation, he said and passed. Although I walked slowly I heard
soldier's mother's voice: 'Let me have my last breath in my son's arms'. Un-
willingly I had to walk faster. I supposed I got a 250 meters distance in 4
stages. Arms of our solider captured by Armenians were tied behind. They
were looking at the Armenian they sent not noticing my coming. Reaching
us up the Armenian opened the corpse's face and signed twice with his
hands. At this moment, there occurred uproar among the Armenians. The
solider staring at me was shivering of excite. And I was standing not mov-
ing. In a moment the soldier's head fell down. He could utter twice 'Mom-
my! Mommy!" The headless solider came to us a few steps and fell down.
He lowered one knee razing another one. I was standing not moving in a
shock almost on war films. Suddenly I realized an Armenian was coming
up to me in an instant up me with something like a sword in his hand. At-
tempting speedy Armenians calmed him down, asked him to think about the
other Armenian. If you kill him they will kill ours. They obeyed your terms.
If he had informed us that your brother was alive he would have deceived
us. He made a right sign. You took revenge. They withdrew the corpse
shuffling. One of the Armenian approached and bit me onto my back. At
that time the fear seemed move off. The Armenian said that I could move
and take the corpse away then. I came near the headless corpse, passed be-
rween his legs and took them but when I was going to take the corpse's head
he shouted at me and said "Look, I'll show this head to my mother in order
to prove the revenge of my brother. He took the head by the hair and carried
out. Sadly I took the headless corpse to our place. 1 didn't let his parent see
the corpse. The only thing that I told was that their son committed suicide
not let the State secret into. This is some more evidence of the Armenian
Vandalism!

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TORTURE TYPES OF ARMENIAN BRUTALITY
HAVN'T BEEN APPLIED IN ANY WAR

Republic of Armenia has been living with the purpose to join our land
to their territory. They had achieved this in 1993. Their purpose was to oc-
cupy Zangezur, Nakhchivan and mountainous part of Garabagh. Armenians
occupied some villages of Goranboy Region in September 1991. Then they
drove out the people living there from their native land by force. They
burned their houses and turned them into ruins. Armenians occupied Tugh
Village on the 28th of October; Salaketin Village in October 31st 1991 and
burned them. After powerful artillery fire enemy broke the defenders re-
sistance and got Khojavand Settlement in November 19th. Armenian fas-
cists burned some houses, two residents including an alive child. Armenians
got Zangezur in November 21st and became free this region to ashes. In
November 23rd Amiralilar Village was left. They shouted peaceful resi-
dents in Meshali Village in December 23rd and ruined this village in Janu-
ary 13th. Dasbashi and Akhullu Villages were occupied in December 23rd.
At the end of December Karkijahan Village was attacked. In January 19th
Karkijahan was occupied by enemies. Hundreds of Azerbaijan soldiers were
heroically died during these battles. There was no necessary action to resist
attack of the enemy at that time. Thousands of people were driven out from
their native lands. It was the result of military fails. The enemies caused one
of the most horrible tragedies - The Khojaly Genocide in February 25th-
26th 1992. Within a night the residents were inflicted horrible intolerable
and unexpected reprisals. Some of them were frozen. Somebody was killed
by arm. Somebody was tortured; cut hands and were taken out eyes; some
killed themselves not be prisoner; some became prisoners. They became
refugee finding way being barefooted. Shusha was capitulated in 7th-8th
May. In the middle of May military forces left Lachin. In the same period
hundred thousand hectares of cultivated fields and some cattle were got by
the enemy. Quite residents more than ten thousand were killed and residents
more than six hundred became refugee. Then the battles in Aghdara were
begun. The people were killed wildly and witl torture; in July 1993
Aghdam, in August Fizuli, Jabrail, Gubadly, in October Zangilan were
occupied by Armenians.

Azerbaijan was already in deep economical-social & political crisis.
The attacks of Armenians were endless. Shells and bullets shouted by Ar-
menians were not touched only rocks and stones. There bullets were touch-
ing on the soldiers who was protecting their motherland. Armenians put an
end to their lives being full with dreams. Being witness of such evidences
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one wants to call the men who occupy your land like aggressors. Armenian
oceupants attacked our motherland several years. But not only our people
were in the blood. our morality. honor were trampling. The generous men
bemng human teeling in their heart raised their rejection voice against war.
They achieved to put off war fire and saving humanism. The horrible war
tracks are remaining in war places. Our houses were ruined, and lands were
occupied by the Armenian occupants. The refugees were driven out of their
motherland by force and they live in cold camps.

I hope that this war will come to end; once again the peace sun will be
rise on our motherland. I wish our world be quiet! Instead of missiles, arms,
pigeons being peace symbol flap their wings in the sky! May everywhere
the victory tlag waved! May our mothers and sisters' bitter tears be replaced
with cheerful tears! - AMIN!

It had happened duringa battie. When I took martyrs from battle posi-
tions I met one Armenian corpse. I began to check up him from head to
food. Besides his documents I found a can filled with some liquid. What
was this can for I wondered? I couldn't understand. Then I realized that Ar-
menian officers ordered that. They would recognize dead soldiers being
Turk due to their genitals. That is to say they cut genitals of killed Azerbai-
jan soldiers, threw it into can filled with liquid, took-and got money for this.
Another fact: One day 72 soldiers got typhoid of drinking water. The doc-
tors couldn't find the reason of this fact. Suddenly a shepherd informed that
he saw some corpses in the water tank where soldiers drank water from.
[ promptly put a line out water tank for checking up existence of any corps
there. Armenians have thrown 7 corpses there! I got them by hook. When
the corpses been in the water they were poisoning the water. Armenians did
it on the purpose to increase the number of dyeing soldiers. I am witness of
such wildness.
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Azerbaijan pregnant woman suicide herself with fragment of glass
and could not bear torments of Armenian in 1992. She cut her jugular vein.
After this Armenian fighters became angry and cut the stomach of the wom-
an with knife. The captivates were notified that if anybody would not obey
10, the order. the same person will be done as this. Soldier whom we ex-
changed with other prisoner told all the dead body with locking the child
puttine him to his mother's stomach. These are vandalism actions of Arme-
mia - Premind to all peoples: "The bloodshed by Armenian aggressors, ter-
ar o ans stifl geme on today, put an end to it!"
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It was cold February of 1993. Horrible news that received in the crew
has badly hurt me. Armenians fastened one of our solider to tree stripping
his skin off horribly in the bank of the river on the direction of Margushevan
Village. That territory was so dangerous! But who would take out strange
Fiead body? - Nobody wanted to speak about it. Not waiting for them com-
ing to any decision, I went to take out the dead body. I made my measures,
came in the same territory. I approached the tree where the dead body was
fastened. I had to do my work carefully because the Armenians used to mine
dead bodies of our people besides that one. In order to control the territory
for being mine.
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I threw heavy iron part tying it to end of a rope of 10-15 meters long
and pulled on carefully, and controlled the territories being mine or not. Af-
ter going 5 meter straightly I understood that the territory was not mined. I
untied the body from the tree and pulled it on me. I took the body to Tartar
Region I noted the signs on his body to my notebook. There were 4 knife
wounds on the body, his face was stripped off, bandage on his hand, "+"
symbols were tattooed on his forefinger. I often was witness of such severe
savage actions as dead bodies without head together with youth in Tartar

cemetery.

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BACK FROM THE HELL

Ali Zohrab Sariyev was born in 1995 in Dunyamalilar Village of Bey-
lagan Region. 5 times he was the winner of several All-Union and International
Tournaments; he is a Methodist, the outstanding worker of Azerbaijan education
and a high qualified trainer. On the 31st of October 1993 he was taken prisoner
by the Armenians in Aghdam region. During his 1 year 8 months prison he was
the witness of the Armenians tortures; "I was looking after pi gs, hungry children
cut trees in the forest. But in the evenings they were gathered us to the prison
cell. One day one of my friends asked me to take some pig feed for him. I did it
several times before too. But the next time the Armenians sow it. They beat me
brutally at my father's eyes and then tacked me down from my feet. Seeing all
this my father couldn't bear, he wept I tolerated all of these tortures. After this
they took me to the water caller. My feet began to swell. At the same time if
there wasn't be die. The next day representatives of the Red Crest Committee
took me together with some wounded hostages to the hospital in Khankendi
(former Stepanakert). A hard surgical operation was conducted on me there.

On the 8™ of July 1995 I was freed from the hell injure by the help of
the Red Crest Committee.

Zohrab Abdulkarim Sariyev was born in Dunyamalilar Village of
Beylagan Region. On the 31st of October 1993 he was taken prisoner by the
Armenians in Aghdam Region. During his prison he was the witness of
Armenians' tortures.

"The Armenians insulted our dead bodies. They took us to Azerbaijan
cemeteries, made up to pull down good grave stones and load them to lor-
ries. Not saying enough all of these they urged us to pull down young cem-
eteries, took out their gold teeth."

He was freed from the prison on the 8th of April 1994.

Mikayil Musa Abutalibov was born on the 16th August 1995 in Bo-
zlu Village of Kalbejar Region. During Kalbejar occupation he was taken
prisoner in 1993.

"When we were in Shusha prison they took us to cut trees in the forest. We
worked since morning till the evening. When we returned from the forest they
beat us in the row "now you will sleep well" saying these words: they gathered
us to the prison cell. Some of the children couldn't bear all of this, they died in
the prison cell. One day they took us to Armenian cemetery. The Armenians said
that that day was their holiday. That is why the', will sacrifice an Azerbaijani
soldier. We had to taste his meat as sacrifice meat. They did so. They cut a
young Azerbaijani soldier on the grieve, made us to eat his meat"
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A story narrated by old Farman - a citizen of Hamzali Village.

25 Armenian soldiers tortured Azerbaijani captivities. Some of them
were stabbing knife to their eyes: others were beating with the stock of gun.
One day an old Armenian came up to the captivities. This old Armenian cut
off the young captivity's arm by the axe kept in his hand and explained:
‘Turkish’. The old Armenian cut the captivities disporting all of them. This
tragedy was on the 11th February 1992,

The story is narrated by a woman who was in Armenian captivity
and asked not to name her:

"Armenians made barriers of armatures in the middle of the cell. In one
side they gathered women in other side men. Later on an Armenian woman by
the name Julia came to the cell in a military uniform. I knew her before. She
was married to an Azerbaijani man in Khojaly. Showing Azerbaijani soldiers
she said: "they are your enemies". That woman always came to the cell, select-
ed girls and women and led away; they hanged curtains in the cellar and sexily
msulted the Azerbaijani women there.
